Reaching Embercombe by Public Transport.

Exeter St David’s is the closest station to us serving most of the UK. Newton Abbot is an
alternative station for people travelling from Cornwall.

Train fares: Look out for ‘Group Save’ fares offered by the train companies on their own
websites for more than 3 people travelling together.

For our programmes, we usually offer a free transfer from the station to Embercombe. The
journey time is 25 minutes. If you are unable to use this service or outside of programmes, we
ask that you make your own way to us. By special arrangement, we may be able to meet you
at other times and there is a £10 diesel charge.

Taxi

Taxis are plentiful at St David’s and do not need to be pre-ordered.

Taxis cost approximately £18 (rate is higher at night: approx £25)
